Dieter Mack, born in Speyer (West Germany) in 1954, studied composition, music theory and piano at the University of Music Freiburg, A
student assignment sparked his interest in Balinese music and finally led to his first visit to Indonesia. Since then, traditional gamelan music
has becomne an integral part of his work Back in Germany, Mack founded an ensemble of Balinese music and, with the support of the
Goethe-Institut, went on a successful tour through Southeast Asia a few years later. Nowadays, Dieter Mack considers Indonesia his second
home. Besides teaching music and conducting ethnographic field research he is developing didactic concepts of music education for
